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Invading New Hampshire Waters 

New Hampshire waters are being invaded by plants that are not welcome. The latest 
invasion, an invasive freshwater alga, “Didymosphenia geminata”  also known as “ rock 
snot”  or “didymo,”  was recently found in Vermont and New Hampshire. For rivers and 
streams, didymo is a very scary alga. Forming extensive ‘blooms’  on the bottoms of 
rocky river beds, didymo essentially smothers aquatic life forms such as aquatic insects, 
native algae, and other organisms.

�eligibility applications due for Land Acquisition Grants and 

Assistance from the Drinking Water Source Protection Program.  DES currently has $1 
million for this grant round and is soliciting eligibility applications for projects. 
Eligibility applications are due. DES will notify eligible applicants by October 17, 2007 
and final applications will be due November 30, 2007. Projects will then be ranked and 
applicants will be notified if they have been selected for funding. 
The state grants must be matched 75 percent from local sources. These match sources can 
include donated land or easements that are also within the source water protection area, 
public funds, transaction expenses, or private funds. Also, there is a low interest loan 
fund available from DES that may be used to finance the match.

�  October  1st  Applications due for Landowner Incentive Program (LIP) grants.  The 
New Hampshire Fish and Game Department is soliciting proposals for Landowner 
Incentive Program grants to conserve species and habitats at risk through the acquisition 
of conservation easements on private lands.  
 
The New Hampshire Landowner Incentive Program (LIP) is a federally funded program 
to protect and restore habitats on private lands to benefit plant and animal species 
determined to be at-risk and in need of conservation. Eligible lands are any that are not 
government-owned. Priority will be given to lands having documented occurrences of 
species-at-risk. Applications for conservation easement grants will be accepted from 
agencies, municipalities, and non-governmental organizations that have demonstrated 
capacity to successfully complete land protection projects and monitor conservation 
easements.

An applicant may submit a project proposal for up to $10,000 of NHEP funds; however a 
50% match is required (i.e. for each dollar contributed to a project by the NHEP, fifty 
cents must be provided by the applicant in the form of cash or in-kind services related to 
the project).
